HTUPS 500 SETUP INSTRUCTIONS

CHECKLIST:
* HTUPS 500
* IR Emitter (included with HTUPS 500)
* Bulb-Based, Fan-cooled Projection TV or Rear Projection TV

Remote Control for Television or Projector

PREPARATION:
1. Charge the HTUPS 500 for 24 hours.
2. Plug the TV into the HTUPS 500’s outlet labeled TV/MONITOR.
3. Turn HTUPS 500 on by pressing the Power button for 1 second
4. Unit will go through a Diagnostic Self test. When complete, the ‘Clean

Power’ and ‘Line Power On’ lights will stay illuminated

Turn TV/Projector ‘ON’.

Set the ‘Current Draw of the TV/Projector on the HTUPS 500 by holding

down the ‘Test’ and ‘Learn’ buttons on the back of the HTUPS 500 for

5 seconds. Both ‘Learn’ and ‘Test’ LEDs on the back of the unit will

blink 3 times to indicate the Current Draw has been learned.

7. The TV/Projector should still be ‘On’. Press and Hold the ‘Learn’
button on the back of the HTUPS 500 for 3 seconds. The ‘Learn’ light
should turn on and stay illuminated.

8. Aim the Remote Control at the front of the HTUPS 500 and press the
Power/Off button on the remote (the proper number of times necessary
to shut down the Television or Projector).
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Notes:
1. Some projectors may have discrete ON and OFF buttons. Teach the UPS
with the OFF code only.
2. Some projectors may require two (2) presses of the OFF button at
predetermined interval - 1-3 seconds, to confirm the shutting down of
projector.

9. Approximately 10 seconds after receiving the IR signal, the ‘Learn’ light
on the back of the HTUPS 500 will turn off, indicating the unit has
learned the appropriate IR sequence. If it has not, repeat the process.

10. Plug the IR Emitter into the ‘Remote Out’ connection on the back of the
HTUPS 500 and place the other end near the IR window of the Television
or Projector.

11. If the Television or Projector has turned off, turn power back on.



12. Press and hold the ‘Test’ Button on the back of the UPS unit until the
red Test LED flashes once. The attached device should Power down,
while leaving the fan on to cool the bulb.

13. Manually turn the attached device back on and wait until it has fully
initialized.

14. Unplug the input IEC power receptacle from the HTUPS 500. The HTUPS
500 switches to battery operation indicated by a short beeping of 8

seconds interval. Wait until attached device is Powered down and leave
its fan(s) on to cool down the projection lamp(s).

15. Attach back the IEC receptacle to the HTUPS 500 and wait until it
reverts to AC mains operation. The attached device must remain in
cooling/standby mode.

16. Leave the attached device in cooling/standby mode.

17. Unplug again the input IEC power receptacle from the HTUPS 500.
The attached device must remain in cooling/standby mode.

Note: This step demonstrates the HTUPS 500’s capability to know
the attached device status - ON or in cooling/standby mode.
If the attached device is already in cooling/standby mode
when the AC power fails, the HTUPS 500 stops the sending
of the IR command stream.

18. Attached back the input IEC power receptacle to the HTUPS 500.

ADDITIONAL NOTES:

If the Final Test is unsuccessful, please repeat the steps above. (Note: There

may be some TVs/Projectors that may not be compatible with the HT UPS 500’s

CoolDown Technology.)

If possible, plug the HTUPS 500 directly into the wall or through ONE Monster

PowerCenter.

Alternate procedure for Step 6:

- Press and hold the LEARN and TEST buttons. When the LEARN and TEST LEDs
flash the 1st time, disconnect the IEC power receptacle from the HTUPS 500.

- Continue to press and hold the LEARN and TEST buttons until the LEARN and
TEST LEDs flash for the 3rd time.

- Attach back the IEC power receptacle to the HTUPS 500.
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
